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W hat you say m atters.  

Every day, your w ords send a m essage about what you value 

and believe. W hen you stand up for survivors, you send a 

powerful m essage that you believe and support them .  

Lots of different things shape our beliefs about se xual abuse, 

assault , and harassm ent. 

• TV shows, m ovies, news reporting, and other form s of 

m edia m ight inform  your views. Recognizing that m edia 

portrayals m ay be inaccurate and rarely tell the whole story 

is im portant .  

• Think about where you’ve seen sexual violence shown or 

talked about . How could that have im pacted your views or 

led to assum ptions?

Learn. Act. Change. 

Your w ords affect others. 

• Whether you know it or not, each of us knows people who 
are survivors of sexual violence. They might not have told 
anyone out of fear of being blamed or judged or not told 
you because they were not comfortable or didn’t think you 
would take it seriously. 

• If someone in your life is considering sharing something 
personal with you, they are listening to your opinions or 
attitudes for clues on how you will respond.

Sexual Assault Awareness

• A comment or joke based on assumptions or stereotypes
might not seem like a big deal, but it could make someone
feel unsafe about sharing personal or difficult things with
you. This is also true for the things you like or share on social
media – they can be signs to others about the attitudes and
beliefs you have about sexual abuse, harassment, or assault.

For exam ple, som eone m igh t  th ink: “I cou ld  never tell her w ha t  

happened  to m e. She m akes com m ents on line saying  if vict im s of 

sexua l assau lt  don ’t  go to the police, t hen  it  w asn ’t  t ha t  serious.”

W hat can you do? 

• Don’t wait for a critical moment to say the right things. The
things you do and say every day are telling people your
values.

• When you hear comments that blame victims or make
light of sexual abuse, assault, and harassment, speak up so
others know you disagree. Even if you don’t have a perfect
response, challenging misconceptions and stereotypes
sends the message that you believe survivors and you are a
safe person to talk to.

For exam ple: “Tha t  com m ercia l m ade m e uncom fortab le. I t h ink 

everyone shou ld  be t rea ted  w ith  respect .” or “I don ’t  t h ink tha t ’s 

t rue — I believe peop le w hen they say tha t  som eone has hurt  

t hem .” 

Your voice is powerful and necessary in changing attitudes and 
educating about sexual abuse, assault, and harassment. People 
listen to the things you do and speak. Your words and actions can 
tell people that you are safe to talk to and that you support and 
believe survivors.

Some warning signs may help you determine if a battle buddy is at risk for

suicide, especially if their behavior is new, has increased, or seems related to a

painful event, loss, or change:

Talking about wanting to die or to kill themselves

Talking about feeling hopeless or having no reason to live

Talking about feeling trapped or in unbearable pain

Talking about being a burden to others

Increasing the use of alcohol or drugs

Acting anxious or agitated; behaving recklessly

Sleeping too little or too much

Withdrawing or isolating themselves

Showing rage or talking about seeking revenge

Extreme mood swings
