Re-enactor Meal Program


The re-enactors for the event are provided 2 meal tickets per day. They can utilize the ticket for breakfast and lunch or dinner for Saturday and for breakfast and lunch on Sunday. Below are some guidelines in accepting to be part of the meal program. 

· All authorized Food Vendors will be provided a sign to be mounted and clearly visible to verify they are a meal provider.   
· Each ticket represents ONE (1) serving of the vendor’s basic menu: i.e. sandwich, drink, chips not to exceed $7
· The tickets will be specially made up so as to be unmistakable

· The Food Vendor will write on the Meal ticket the total cost spent. Reminder- there is a $7 per meal limit
· If an individual should go past that amount they are responsible in paying the difference
· All Food Vendors should be sure to have your name/organization on the Meal ticket or envelope that is to be turned in. A company Stamp/sticker is a wise resource to have if possible
· At the end of the event (Sunday-19 April 2014) Food Vendors will turn Meal tickets over to SSG Israel Freeland who will then turn them in for reimbursement
· Only the AUTHORIZED Meal ticket will be tallied – no proper ticket – no refund
· Check’s will be mailed out (via US Postal Services) within a week of the event
